Spring Common Academy – British Values Statement
At Spring Common Academy, we are committed to promoting the core British values of democracy, individual liberty, the rule of law, mutual respect, and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs, in line with our Prevent duty. These values are embedded throughout school life and are central to our inclusive and nurturing ethos.
We place our pupils at the heart of everything we do. Through our Personal Development and PHSE curriculums, we enable students to understand their rights and responsibilities, to develop their independence, and to become active, respectful citizens prepared for life beyond school. Students actively make choices and their personal development is at the forefront in their personalised Learning Pathway.  
Democracy is promoted through regular opportunities for pupils to express their views, including pupil voice surveys, active participation in school decisions, and involvement in shaping their own learning journeys. We empower our students to contribute positively to the school community, developing their confidence and self-advocacy.
We foster individual liberty by creating a safe and supportive environment where pupils are encouraged to make choices, take risks, and express themselves freely. Our Total Communication approach, including the use of symbols, Makaton, and AAC devices, ensures that every student is heard and valued.
The rule of law is reinforced through clear school rules, consistent routines, and our Therapeutic Thinking approach to positive behaviour support. Pupils learn about the importance of rules in maintaining a safe and fair community and are encouraged to take responsibility for their actions in a restorative and supportive manner.
Mutual respect and tolerance are woven into daily school life. Pupils are ‘the beating heart of the school’ and are kept at the centre of decision-making. Pupils experience being treated with respect and in turn, treat others with respect. We actively celebrate diversity through assemblies, faith-based celebrations, and cultural learning opportunities. We hold regular open afternoons for families, promoting community cohesion and celebrating pupils’ achievements together.
Spring Common Academy excels in the personal development of its pupils. We promote achievement and independence, preparing students for adulthood and supporting them to be the best they can be. Pupils are celebrated for their achievements, and success is recognised in classes and as a wider school community.
