Trampoline foam Steps

Feedback from our Early Years and KS1 teachers to say how much the pupils enjoy the new equipment and how much they engage with them.
Increased access for our younger pupils to engage in physical activities such as running and climbing.

Our pupils get so much out of our horse riding sessions, including increased mobility, core strength, balance and coordination. This is seen through visually observing the pupils and their improvements.

Pupils who are otherwise unable to access our Sports Hall to join in with lessons are able to access sporting activities through the Jump for Joy set. Feedback from teachers state how certain pupils engage with this set.
