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Basic Online Safety
	- The internet is like a big library, but some things are not safe.  
- Never share your name, school, or address online.  
- If something makes you feel sad or scared, tell an adult.  - Too much screen time is not good for your brain.
	- Storytelling & cartoons about online safety.  
- Role-playing: Practice saying “No” to strangers online.  
- Using simple pictures to show safe vs. unsafe online choices.
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Being Safe & Kind Online
	- Think before you post once it’s online, it stays there. 
- Be kind online, no mean words or pictures. 
-Some people online are not who they say they are.  
- Only talk to people you know.
	- Social stories to explain online kindness. 
- Simple posters about what to share/not share. 
 - Matching games: Safe vs. unsafe online behaviour.
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Understanding Online Dangers
	- Be careful on social media, not everyone is a friend.  
- If someone asks for a picture or personal info, say NO.  
- Some news is fake, check with an adult. 
- Cyberbullying hurts, tell someone if you see or experience it.
	- Video examples of safe vs. unsafe situations. 
- Step-by-step guides for setting privacy settings. 
 - Simple quizzes on spotting fake news and scams.
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Protecting Yourself Online
	- Your personal life should stay private online.  
- Social media can affect your mood, take breaks. 
- Don’t share pictures you wouldn’t want everyone to see.  
- Scammers trick people, check before clicking.
	- Role-play scenarios on handling risky messages. 
 - Digital detox challenges (reduce screen time).  
- Visual step-by-step safety guides for social media.

	- Employers and colleges look at what you post. 
- Online safety isn’t just for kids, adults get tricked too. 
- Be careful with money online, some websites are fake.  
- AI and fake videos can trick people, always double-check.
