Highlights will include Down to Earth, a multi-sensory, interactive performance where children will experience a WWII allotment, dancing with Land Girls, and a magical forest.  Moon Song, a workshop performance telling the story of a girl who falls asleep and dreams of travelling to the moon in a rocket; and Using Narrative & Character to Engage Students, which takes a group of students on an immersive adventure of their own making. 

The experienced Bamboozle team will tailor the performances to the students they meet in each group, to create an environment where the students can feel at ease without any pressure to interact or experience the performance in any specific, predetermined way.

On the Wednesday we will be hosting two performers here at Spring Common, who will be promenading around the school, bringing the magic of puppetry and song to our students.
Bamboozle Theatre Company was founded in 1994 by Christopher Davies and Sue Pyecroft, and has been delivering magical, memorable, multi-sensory experiences for children and young people with moderate to profound learning difficulties as well as those with emotional and behavioural difficulties ever since.
